NUEYO (Never UnderEstimate Your Opponent) groups provide a time for volunteers (middle school, high
school or adult) to pour into middle/elementary school-aged children all year. NUEYO provides a place
of belonging, a time of sharpening in Scripture and encouragement through prayer and accountability.
Providing spiritual training, NUEYO increases youth and leaders ability to see the unseen. The 2023-
2024 academic year Still Water hosted 26 groups across Texas, impacting approximately 250+ kids a week in Spiritual
formation.  

Some of our young adult staff meet weekly or bi-weekly to dive into the Word together and hold one another
accountable in their faith. A community outside of camp is vital to spiritual growth and our staff gets the extraordinary
opportunity to soak up moments with one another this coming year!
